Please ask your child to bring all notices from school to
you. Check school bags for notices. Discuss the information together. Also, check your e-mail
and the school website, Chamlian.org, regularly.

HOMEWORK PICK-UP POLICY - In case of student absences, parents must call and notify the
school office by 10:00 a.m. if they intend to pick up their child's homework assignments after-
school.

CLASSROLL (ONLINE GRADING SYSTEM) - Parents are highly encourage to check their
child's progress regularly by visiting the Classroll page on the school's website.

DENTAL OR DOCTOR APPOINTMENTS- Please arrange appointments after school hours. If
this is not possible, please notify the school in advance, so your child may be released to you in
the office at the prearranged time.

LUNCH- School provides lunch daily. Please refer to the lunch menu (to be provided) for meals
and prices on the school web site, Chamlian.org. Soft drinks, candy, and birthday parties are not
allowed at school. Parents are not allowed to bring "fast food" such as hamburgers, French fries,
tacos etc. during school days.

ACCIDENTS AND EMERGENCIES- In the event of serious injury, first aid will be administered
and parents will be contacted at once. By law, the school is not permitted to administer
medication (aspirin, etc.) without a doctor's authorization.

VISIT TO SCHOQL- Parents are welcome to visit the school by making an appointment through
the office in advance. Please contact your child (ran’s) teacher(s) regarding any problems that
may arise. Do not wait for general meetings and /or scheduled conferences.

SCHOOL TELEPHONE- The school telephone in the office may be used for emergencies only.

LOST BOOKS/PROPERTY DAMAGE- Any library book that is lost by a student must
immediately be paid for before a new book is issued.
Damage to school property may require reimbursement for repair or replacement.

CHECK-IN FOR CAMPUS PASS- Parents and all other visitors must report to the main office to
check in and receive a visitors pass whenever entering school grounds on school days. (Specially
scheduled events such as "Back to School Night" or class performances are exempted.)
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ACADEMIC TESTING PROGRAM

The school administers standardized tests in April of each school year in spelling, language,
science, social studies, and mathematics.

MAKE-UP TESTS / ASSIGNMENTS

Make-up tests and assignments are generally provided to students who miss work because of
excused absences.

Report Cards: Students receive report cards on a quarterly basis. No student with an overall GPA
of C (2.0) or lower will be promoted to the next grade level.

Grade Requirements for participation in Co-curricular and extracurricular activities:
C or higher in overall academic grade.
Students will be placed on probation until grades improve and all teachers concur.
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MID-TERM AND FINAL EXAMS FOR GRADES 6th-8th

Students will be administered mid-term and final exams.

AWARDS

These awards are given as recognition to students who display exemplary academic and
citizenship achievement and effort.

Presidential Achievement Awards, 8 grade- as mandated by Federal and District policy, these
awards are given to students with a 3.50 or better GPA, and an 85 percentile or better score on
the total English and/or Math section of the SAT10 standardized test.

Valedictorian and Salutatorian Awards, 6th & 8th - these awards are given to students based on

GPA ranking. Students who qualify for these awards must exhibit exemplary behavior
throughout the year, and must not receive any Academic Reports, Behavior Reports, and/or
detentions throughout the year.

Other Designated Awards will be given to students who meet the established criteria of the
award sponsors at graduation.
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WESTERN PRELACY, EDUCATIONAL COUNCIL DISCIPLINE POLICY

It shall be the goal of the Board of Regents to provide a safe and secure environment in the
Prelacy schools so that each student has adequate opportunity for educational, emotional, and
cultural growth within the framework of traditional Armenian values regarding family, religion,
nation, morality, and virtue.

Within that context, the Board of Regents has adopted the following discipline policy to be
implemented in each school.

Individual schools shall institute procedures in addition to those listed provided that such
procedures have been developed through proper local channels (Faculty, Administration and
Education Committee), and approved by the Board of Regents.

I. SUSPENSION is the temporary removal of a student from regular classroom instruction (in-
school suspension) or from school.

A student may be suspended by the principal or the principal’s designee for no more than five (5)
school days at a time and no more than twenty (20) days in a school year. In the event that a
student faces suspension for more than twenty (20) days, he/she may be expelled for failure to
profit.

Suspension may be employed only after other means of correction have failed to bring about
proper conduct; however, a student may be suspended upon a first offense if the principal or the
principal’s designee determines that the presence of the student in the school causes danger to
persons or property or threatens to disrupt the instructional process.

The principal may expel a student from school for any of the following reasons when (1) other
means of correction have failed or (2) when the student’s continued presence is likely to be
dangerous or disruptive to others.

(A) Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person.

(B) Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other dangerous
objects.

(C) Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, or otherwise furnished or been under the influence of any
controlled substance, alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant of any kind.
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(D) Unlawfully offered or arranged or negotiated to sell any controlled substance and then sold,
delivered, otherwise furnished to any person another substance.

(E) Unlawfully possessed, offered, arranged, negotiated to sell or to furnish any drug
paraphernalia.

(F) Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property.
(G) Stole or attempted to steal school property or private property.
(H) Possessed or used tobacco, or any products containing tobacco or nicotine substances.

(I) Committed an obscene act, engaged in sexual harassment, or manifested habitual profanity
or vulgarity.

(J) Committed robbery or extortion.

(K) Disrupted school activities or otherwise willfully defied the valid authority of supervisors,
teachers, administrators, or other school officials, or other school personnel engaged in the
performance of their duties.

(L) Knowingly received stolen school property or private property.

Suspension Procedure Requires that:

(A) A conference be held with the student to allow due process.

(B) The parent / guardian be informed before a student is sent home and be provided with a
written notice of suspension.

(C) A student suspended from school is not to be on any school campus or attend any school
activity for the duration of the suspension.

(D) The parent / guardian attend a conference prior to the student’s return to school.

EXPULSION is the removal of a student from a Prelacy school.

Expulsion Procedure Requires that:
(A) The student be suspended pending expulsion and parent / guardian be notified.

(B) The principal complete the form for expulsion which includes reason(s) for expulsion and
supporting history of student discipline. Copy shall be sent to parent / guardian.

(C) Parent / guardian be provided due process prior to the implementation of expulsion. The
parent / guardian shall be provided with information about the appeals process.
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(D) The principal may extend the suspension period, if necessary, for implementation of due
process. Such extension must be made by written notification to the parent / guardian.

(E) Appeals of an expulsion be made to the Board of Regents within five (5) school days of
expulsion. The decision of the Board of Regents shall be final.

(F) The expelled student not be admitted to any other Prelacy school. Student seeking
readmission to Prelacy schools must wait one year from the date of expulsion and present
records for review.

(G) A copy of the expulsion documents be forwarded to the Executive Secretary of the Board
of Regents.

(H) All data, correspondence, conferences, etc., be documented.

SCHOOL DISCIPLINE COMMITTEE

Chamlian Armenian School’s Discipline Committee consists of members of the Administration and
Faculty. All internal student discipline issues and concerns which cannot be resolved in the classroom
and/or in the playground are referred to and evaluated by the Discipline Committee. The Committee
is then responsible for administering the appropriate consequences and taking the necessary steps to
resolve the matter.

* Students who are referred to the Committee more than twice will be subject to more serious
consequences.

SCHOOL DISCIPLINE RULES
Behavior (B) and Academic Detention (AD)
The student receives Behavior or Academic Detention slip when he/she fails to abide by the
school's policies.
Prior to issuing a first detention, individual teachers must inform the parents by sending a
behavior and / or academic warning form which must be signed by the parent and returned
to the issuing teacher.
GRADES5 -8

1B/AD = half hour detention
2B/AD = one hour detention

Probation for members of any school sports team, club, and/or committee. Parents will be

notified by mail.
3B/AD = Pink Slip.

Student loses privilege of next-scheduled event or activity for that quarter.

Removal of members from any school sports team, club, and/or committee.
4B/AD = 3 hour Saturday suspension.
5B/AD = 4 hour Saturday suspension.
6B/AD = Expulsion process; final decision for action by administration.

GRADES 3 -4
1B/AD = half hour detention
2B/AD = one hour detention
3B/AD = Pink Slip.
Probation for members of any school sports team. Parents will be notified by mail.
4B/AD = Student also loses privilege of next-scheduled event or activity for that quarter.
5B/AD = One day "home" suspension.
Removal of members of any school sports team.
6B/AD = 4 hour Saturday suspension.
7B/AD = Expulsion process; final decision for action by administration.
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DETENTIONS

The yellow and pink copies of the detention forms are mailed to the parents with the assigned date to
be served. The yellow copy must be signed by the student's parent and returned to the detention
coordinator on the day the detention is to be served. Failure to abide this rule will cause other
consequences assigned by the administration.

1. The assigned punishment is final and cannot be changed because of other activities.

2. If a student misses a detention for medical reason (doctor’s appointment) he/she must
inform the detention coordinator and reschedule it and bring a doctor’s note.

3. All detentions and suspensions will be recorded on the student's report card at the end of
every Quarter (1st - 8th), and will remain as part of the student's permanent records.

GRADES1 -2

1. Classroom behavior and academic management is handled by classroom teachers.
2. Teachers will contact parents if the student's conduct is unsatisfactory.

3. During recesses and before/after school Green Slips are administrated for inappropriate
behavior.

4. 3 green slips = half hour detention.

GREEN SLIPS
GRADES1-3

Green Slips are given during recesses and after school.
3 green slips = one behavior detention

MORNING AND CLASS TARDIES

In a single month:

Morning tardy

3 time = half-hour detention

5% time = one hour detention

6" time = Morning suspension (The student will not attend classes).

NOTE: Excused morning tardies will only be given to students who bring a doctor's note with them
upon arrival.
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Class tardy

27d time = half hour detention

3 time = behavior detention slip and one hour detention.
4™ time = Suspension

UNIFORMS

The School uniform is mandatory (refer to pages 27-28).
Appropriate measures will be taken regarding students who do not adhere to the uniform policy.
No exceptions to the dress code.

1st time = Teacher informs parent via note (Uniform Slip)

2nd time = No free dress for that month.
Half-hour detention.

3rd time = The student will not be allowed to enter classroom for inappropriate appearance and
parents will be contacted and they need to bring appropriate attire.
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GENERAL RULES

The staff and administration at Chamlian Armenian School are committed to providing a safe,
secure and nurturing environment for learning to take place. As a student, you also have
responsibilities to behave appropriately and respectfully.

As do the schools and communities across the nation, we take very seriously our moral and legal
obligations to properly address any and all conditions and circumstances that might impede the
physical, emotional, and social health, well being, and growth of our students. To that regard,
please know that on a case by case basis the administration will study and take appropriate
action, including reporting to proper governmental authorities, the following:

1. Cases of physical and/or emotional assault, corporal punishment, emotional deprivation,
physical neglect, inadequate supervision, and sexual exploitation. All private and public
schools are mandated by law (Penal Code section 11161.5) to report any type of suspected
child abuse.

2. Verbal, written, or physical threats or actions against fellow students, teachers, and/or staff
during school hours on Chamlian Armenian School campus. Such actions are hurtful at the
very least, and they cannot and will not be regarded simply as “child’s play” at our school.
(Consequence one day home suspension).

3. Bullying in any form. This is a national problem which has been recognized by child-care
professionals including doctors, educators, psychologists, and social workers as a leading cause
of the increasing depression, acts of violence, and suicides among our young people. The
administration sees bullying as a very real and potentially damaging problem which we will

not tolerate at our school. (Consequence one day home suspension, 2*¢ time two days home
suspension).

* Please be aware that authorities routinely regard statements made by educators as highly
credible and generally more accurate, reliable, and acceptable than those of other witnesses
in cases as mentioned here-in.

1. CHEWING GUM (consequence: detention)
Chewing gum is absolutely forbidden at all times on school grounds and during school sponsored
activities.

2. GAMES OR TOYS (consequence: detention)

Students cannot bring radios, cellular phones, cards (playing and/or character), CD players, CD's,
IPod, IPad, head phones, toys, books, magazines, or games to school. Such items will be
confiscated and not returned until the end of the school year.
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3. BUYING OR SELLING

Students are prohibited from unscheduled buying or selling of items to and from one another on
campus. (consequence: first time, detention, second time 1 day home suspension)

4. APPEARANCE

Students should come to school well-groomed (boys: very short hair) and in clean clothes each
day. Absolutely no make-up, excessive jewelry, high heels, nail polish, hair coloring, or hair
extensions (ie. hair feathers) are permitted. Those students who do not adhere to the dress code
will be sent home.

5. TARDINESS AND ABSENCES (refer to pages 36 & 37)

Late students (morning or class tardy) will be given tardy slips.

6. CHEATING

Cheating in all its forms is a serious infraction.

Cheating constitutes any or all of the following:

1- Copying homework or other assignments from classmates, or providing it to classmates.

2- Communicating verbally or Copying or providing information during quizzes or tests.

3- Forging someone else's signature (parent, administration, teacher, sibling, etc..)

4- Plagiarizing (presenting someone else’s work as one’s own, or not indicating a source with

the proper notation including data found on the Internet.)

For such serious infractions, at the discretion of the teacher or administration, the school will
apply the following disciplinary measures:

a- For homework or assignment copying, a zero grade for said homework or assignment and a
behavior detention for all involved students.

Repeat offenders will receive a zero grade and a 1 day "home" suspension, for said test or quiz
and a 1 day "home" suspension. Repeat offenders will receive zero grades and 2 day “home"
suspension.
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b- For communicating verbally or otherwise, or copying or providing information during a quiz
or test, offenders will receive a zero grade and "home" suspension; repeat offenders will receive a
zero and 2 days “home suspension".

c- For forging others’ signatures, students will receive 1 day "home" suspension. Repeat offenders
will receive 2 days "home" suspension.

d- For plagiarism or plagiarizing reports and presentations, students will receive a zero grade for
said report or presentation and a 1 day "home" suspension. Repeat offenders will receive a zero
and 2 days "home suspension".

e- In special cases involving malicious repeat offenders, EXPULSION may be implemented.

YARD RULES

1. Walk on walkways, stairways, and ramp.

Run only on the playground. It is not safe to run on walkways, stairs, and ramps because they are
narrow areas made for walking. Serious accidents can occur if we don’t observe this safety rule.
(consequence: Green Slip)

2. Stay on the assigned playground areas.

Never go in to the parking lots, over the walls, or into driveways to retrieve balls. This is unsafe
and might be the cause of serious accidents. (consequence: Green Slip)

3. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself

Don’t fight. Show respect for yourself and your fellow students. (consequence: 1 day "home"
suspension)

4. Show pride in yourself and your school by respecting all property

Be responsible and take good care of your school equipment and property. DO NOT
VANDALIZE. (consequence: 1 day "home" suspension)

5. Never leave the school campus without permission. (consequence: 1 day "home" suspension)

6. Don’t use profanity. Be kind with your words and actions.
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CAFETERIA RULES
All students must:
1. Eat in the cafeteria during lunch time.
2. Remain seated until excused.
3. Put all trash in trash cans.
4. Keep hands, feet, and objects to themselves.
5. Speak in quiet voices.

Offenders will receive Green Slip.

BOOKS, BAGS AND LOCKERS

Parents are urged to check their children’s book bags and briefcases regularly for school notices
and letters, and to make sure that students’ bags do not contain cellular phones, CD's and CD
players, magazines, cards (playing and/or character), head phones, toys, radios, or any other
inappropriate item. Such items will be confiscated if carried onto campus.

1. Lockers for 6th, 7th, and 8th graders are provided for storage of books, notebooks, and
lunches. Valuable articles or money should not be left in lockers.

2. A Locker policy, required by the school administration will be signed
by each 6th, 7th, and 8th grade student and his/ her parents prior to issuing a locker.

3. Lockers should be kept clean and locked at all times.

4. The school administration retains key combinations to lockers. This statement serves as notice
that the administration reserves the right to search school lockers at any time.

5. Students are not allowed to keep money or valuables in the lockers. The school is not
responsible for any lost item.

6. Students who lose locks or damage lockers may face a fine.
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10 KEYS TO SUCCESS

EACH CHAMLIAN STUDENT IS EXPECTED TO:
1. BE ON TIME
Be in your seat when the tardy bell rings.

2. BE PREPARED FOR CLASS
Have with you all the materials required for the class.

3. BE ATTENTIVE
Pay attention throughout the class period; learn as much as you can.

4. BE COOPERATIVE
Help provide an atmosphere conducive to the learning process.

5. BE COURTEOUS
Respect the dignity and worth of all human beings their thoughts, their feelings, and their
individuality.

6. BE HONEST
Be committed to honesty and justice. Do your own work and don’t lie.

7. BE RELIABLE
Turn in complete, neat work on time.

8. BE NEAT
Keep yourself, the classroom, and the school clean and tidy.

9. BE RESPONSIBLE
Strive to behave responsibly at home, at school, and in society-at-large.

10. BE CAREFUL
Follow all school and class safety rules. Use good common sense!
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
